Service Hours:
Each member must complete a total of  20 hours of

community service hours.

The hours are broken up as follows:

i. A minimum of 10 hours of NHS sponsored hours.

(which includes NHS sponsored tutoring)

                                     AND

ii. The remainder of the total 20 hours can be from outside sources  

AND

iii. Each member must attend 2 of the 3 major NHS sponsored events.  (the hours spent during these events go towards your 10 hours of NHS sponsored time).

The objective of NHS community service is to serve our community in various ways. If there is another goal of the activity, such as to further the cause of a particular church, political group, or other community group, then this activity cannot be counted as community service for NHS. Also, if the activity is a requirement or obligation of another organization then it may not be counted. For instance, Best Buddies activities may not be counted.

NHS Sponsored Tutoring:

A “Community Service Hours” form must be completed and signed by an adult for each activity/event completed for service hours.  These forms should be submitted to each member's assigned NHS officer. Assignments will be announced once officers are elected.  

Officers are responsible to keep records of members' hours current.

On Wednesday January 30, all community service hour “forms” will be due for any service hours that have been performed prior to this date.  After this date, no forms will be accepted for service hours for activities/events completed prior to January 29th.  Notification will then be sent home to members who have less than 10 hours.    

10. Signing up for Activities:
The person in charge of each activity earns an extra hour of community service time for organizing transportation, distributing maps and reminding other participants. 

If you sign up for an activity, that is a commitment. Failure to be at the activity or send a replacement and notify the person in charge, will result in losing sign up privileges for one month.
